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Honesty is a quality that not only does Islãm set out the importance 
of it but any sound mind and society would advocate the same. 
Unfortunately in today's society both Muslims and non -Muslims 
have failed to understand the full purport of honesty.  
 

Along with truthfulness and reliability another dimension of 
honesty is trustworthiness, or in Arabic, amãnah.   The meaning of 
amãnah is trustworthiness, or, it is something or someone left to 
someone to protect or keep.  The opposite of amãnah is betrayal or 
even treason.  That is, to fail to keep the trust or amãnah in the way 
the person who left it expected or wanted. 
Trustworthiness further enhances the integrity and sound moral 
conduct that is inherent in the notion of honesty.   Being trustworthy 
implies being  honest, fair in dealings and punctual (in terms of both 
regularity and timeliness) as well as honouring trusts and keeping 
promises and commitments.  An important part of the noble Islãmic 
character is being trustworthy.   The Prophet Muhammad 
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) was known, even before his 
Prophethood to be Al Amin (the trustworthy one).  
 

While the qualities of honesty and trustworthiness are inextricably 
entwined, there are slight differences.  Honesty implies a lack of 
deceit while trustworthiness entails honouring and fulfilling 
commitments, promises, trusts and covenants.  It covers moral, 
social, legal and religious obligations.  Being truthful in promises 
and covenants is one of the characteristics by which the believers 
are known.  Both promises and covenants involve saying 
something about an issue to confirm that you will uphold the 
trust.   This is especially so with regard to one's duties towards 
Allah.   Allah praises the believers by promising them Paradise, 
òThose who are faithfully true to their am«nah (all the duties which 
Allah has ordained, honesty, moral responsibility and trusts, etc.) 
and to their covenants...these indeed are the inheritors.  Who shall 
inherit Paradise.  And dwell therein foreveró (Qurõ«n 23:8, 23:10-11) 
 

Trust, and being worthy of anotherõs trust, is inherent in being one 
who is submitted to the will of Allah.   When Allah appointed 
Adam (the father of mankind) as successor on earth,  it was a trust 
incumbent upon all of mankind.   When Allah created us as 
individuals for worshipping Him, it became a trust incumbent 
upon us to nourish  ourselves and our families in a way that 
enables worship. 
In Islãm, every believer is a brother or sister to the other; we are one 
body, one nation.  The right hand must be able to trust the left 
hand.  The commands and rules from Allah are designed for our 
benefit and Isl«m holds peopleõs rights in high esteem.  The 
systematic arrangement of guidelines and regulations is intended to 
uphold the rights Islãm gives to the believers and to minimise vice 
and corruption.  Islãm strongly condemns the violation of God -
given rights.   When Allah commands us to keep the trust, to be 
trustworthy, it is not a matter to be taken lightly.  
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IMPORTANCE OF HONESTY  



The Prophet Muhammad 
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) 
explained the seriousness of 
upholding the rights due to 
others when he said, òAllah says, 
ôThere are three people whom I 
shall be their opponent on the 
Day of Judgment: A man who 
was given something in My 
Name and then betrays; A man 
who sells-off a free man (as a 
slave) and consumes the price; 
and A man who hires a labourer, 
makes use of his service then 
does not give him his 
wages.õó (Sahih Al-Bukhãri).   
 
Allah says in the Qurõ«n, 
òVerily, Allah does command 
you to render back your Trusts 
to whom they are due.ó (Qurõ«n 
4:58) 
In the past Allah dealt severely 
with people who were dishonest 
and did not honour their 
trusts.  The people of Midian had 
developed unfair and corrupt 
business practices and Prophet 
Shuaib (A.S.) was instructed to 
warn them of Allahõs 
displeasure. 
ò H e  s a i d ,  ò O  m y 
people!  Worship Allah, you 
have no other god but Him, and 
give not short measure or 
weight, I see you in prosperity; 
and verily I fear for you the 
t o r m e n t  o f  a  D a y 
encompassing.  And O my 
people!  Give full measure and 
weight in justice and reduce not 
the things that are due to the 
people, and do not commit 
mischief in the land, causing 
corruption.   That which is left by 
Allah for you (after giving the 
rights of the people) is better for 
y o u ,  i f  y o u  a r e 
believers.ó (Qurõ«n 11:85-86) 
After Prophet Shuaib (A.S.) 
issued his warning and the 

people chose to belittle and 
ignore him the promise of Allah 
was shown to be true.  Allah is 
the most Just, the Most Wise and 
He is the Ultimate Trustee, the 
One who can be relied upon to 
fulfil His promises.  
òAnd when Our Commandment 
came, We saved Shuaib and 
those who believed with him by 
a Mercy from Us.  And a torment 
(or awful cry) seized the 
wrongdoers, and they lay (dead) 
p r o s t r a t e  i n  t h e i r 
homes.ó (Qurõ«n 11:94) 
 
Rel iabi l i ty ,  honesty and 
t r u s t w o r t h i n e s s  a r e 
characteristics that must be 
present in anyone who claims to 
be a believer.  The sayings of 
Prophet Muhammad (Sallallahu 
Alayhi Wasallam) indicate that 
dishonesty and betrayal are 
completely at odds with the 
Is lãmic fa i th .   Prophet 
Muhammad (Sallallahu Alaihi 
Wasalam) informed us that òA 
hypocrite is known by three 
traits: When he speaks, he lies; 
when he promises, he reneges; 
when he is entrusted, he cheats 
(or embezzles).ó (Sahih Al-
Bukhãri, Sahih Muslim)  
 
When Abu Ubayda (R.A.) was 
the commander of the Muslim 
armies in Syria, the Emperor of 
Byzantium set out with a large 
army to recapture Hims.  Abu 
ôUbaida (R.A.) decided to 
evacuate the city because he had 
only a handful of soldiers.   He 
gathered the people of Hims in 
the middle of the city and 
announced, òWe collected the 
protection tax from you because 
we planned to defend you.   Now 
we are too weak.  In this case, we 
return the tax we collected.ó  All 
the taxes collected were returned 

to the non-Muslim people of 
Hims.   Such was the depth of 
feeling and understanding 
d isp layed by the ear ly 
Muslims.   They were constantly 
aware of their obligations 
towards   Allah, their brothers 
and sisters and those who were 
under the protection of the 
Muslim armies.  
 
Trustworthiness is a quality that 
is essential if a society is to 
function as one unit, bearing in 
mind the needs and aspirations 
of all its citizens.  Is it imperative 
for all people placed in position 
of trust i.e. politicians, and those 
who hold the key to the public 
treasury to uphold full honesty. 
Prophet Yusuf (A.S.) told the 
king of Egypt as revealed in 
Surah Yusuf, "Set me over the 
storehouses of the land; I will 
indeed guard them with full 
knowledge." One of the words 
Prophet Yusuf (A.S.) used to 
describe him was òHafeezun-
guard/protectoró, implying that 
along with knowledge of 
running the affairs of the land 
being trustworthy was essential, 
otherwise we would have the 
types of incidents we hear and 
see of daily of people in charge 
o f  p ub l i c  f unds  be ing 
untrustworthy and abusing the 
wealth of others.  
 
This injunction is not limited to 
politicians but to people of all 
walks of life when it comes to 
matters of the wealth and 
belongings of others which also 
includes an employee in all 
matters of his employment.  An 
entire nation should be able to 
feel safe and secure in the 
company of one who is 
trustworthy.   
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HADITH 
 
It is narrated by Uqbah, son of 
Ãmir (R.A) that the Prophet 
(Sallallahu Alaihi Wasallam)  
said: òWhen you see Allah, the 
Exalted and the Gracious, 
bestowing worldly things on a 
sinful man in spite of his 
disobedience, (understand that) 
Allah Almighty is showing 
forbearance and bringing that 
man gradually to the ultimate 
punishment. òThen, the the 
Prophet (Sallallahu Alaihi 
Wasallam)   recited to following 
verse of the Holy Qurõ«n, òWhen 
the disbelievers ignored the 
admonitions delivered to them by 
Allah (through His Apostles), we 
opened for them door forever 
(worldly) thing so that they 
became jubilant over the 
(abundance) worldly decencies 
and pleasures, we caught them all 
of sudden with the (pre -destined) 
punishment so that they became 
bewildered (and helpless).ó 
 
Explanation  
The Arabic word òIstidrajó means 
to bring any one gradually to his 
logical goal. The disobedient man 
keeps ignoring the oft-repeated 
pin -pricks of conscience and 
continues to follow the demands 
of his carnal self and his basic 
desires of the flesh. Allah 
Almighty gives him a long rope 
and keeps heaping on him the 
gifts and pleasures of worldly life 
so that the man becomes 
completely oblivious of his 
ultimate end and of the life after 

death and the great account 
which each human soul has to 
render before the Tribunal of 
Allah. When the worldly wise 
and the really foolish man thinks 
that he is superior to other human 
beings and becomes arrogant and 
forgetful of Allah, he is caught all 
of a sudden and the heavy 
hammer of divine punishment 
fells on him in such a way that he 
r e m a i n s  b e - w i l d e r e d , 
dishonoured and helpless. Since 
the ignoble effect of his evil deeds 
and his arrogance towards Allah 
suddenly overtakes him, his 
punishment becomes manifold 
and his eyes remain wide open 
with helpless astonishment. That 
is how enemies of Allah from 
amongst the infidels are being 
gradually driven towards the 
Hell.     
 

HADITH   
 

It is narrated by Jobair, son of 
Nofair (R.A.) that the Prophet 
(Sallallahu Alaihi Wasallam)   
said: òI have not been 
commended by revelation to 
accumulate wealth and to become 
a trader. What indeed has been 
revealed to me is that I should 
praise and glorify all and 
prostrate before him in assembly 
with others and worship my Lord 
till death overtakes me.ó 
 

Explanation  
This is a òMursal Hadithó which 
signifies that the narrator was not  
a companion of the Prophet 
(Sallallahu Alaihi Wasallam)   and 
his narration is not directly 

received from the Prophet 
(Sallallau Alaihi Wasallam). 
Jobair belonged to the second 
generation called òTaabieenó or 
the followers of the companions 
of the  Prophet (Sallallau Alaihi 
Wasallam). 
The Prophet (Sallallau Alaihi 
Wasallam) had explained his 
exalted prophetic mission in 
which there was no scope of any 
inclination towards worldly 
gains. His efforts throughout life 
were dedicated to the worship of 
Allah, His glorification and praise 
and carrying His message to the 
human beings so that they looked 
upon this worldly life as a 
p roba t i on  and prepa red 
themselves for the great life in the 
hereafter by accumulating good 
deeds with sincerity and faith. 
Life of the fleshier carnal desires 
cannot be pursued by a spiritual 
being like the Prophet (Sallallau 
Alaihi Wasallam).

Azmi (D.B.). 
 

Allah Taõ«la has presented His 
bondsmen with some special 
occa s ions  w i th  the  go lden 
opportunity of earning the mercy and 
forgiveness of Allah. Explicit 
examples of these occasions are the 
month of Ramadhãn and Laylatul 
Qadr. So is the fifteenth of Shabãn. 
Several Ahãdith extol the merits of 
this occasion. Amongst them is the 
fact that countless people are forgiven 
by Allah Taõ«la during this blessed 
night. It is due to this reason that it is 
called ôThe Night of Bar«tõ. 
However, it should be borne in mind 
that a vast majority of narration's 
describing the benefits and virtues of 
this night are in fact quite weak.  
The foundations of the Sharõiah are 
the Qurõ«n, the Sunnah and the lives 
of the Sahãbah (R.A.). Non of the 
narrationõs regarding the excellences 
of this night are free from criticism 
and comment by the scholars of 
Hadith. Shaikh Yusuf Binouri (R) 
says: òI have not come across any 
Sahih, Marfoo or Musnad Hadith 
regarding the excellence of this 
night.ó [Maõ«rifus Sunnan, Vol. 5 Pg. 
419]. The Muhaddith, Ibn Dihya, has 
also agreed that neither has anything 
authentic been narrated regarding the 
fifteenth night of Shabãn nor has any 
specific Salãh been narrated for this 
night via reliable narrators. [Faydhul -
Qadeer-Sharhul Jãmius Sagheer Vol. 
2 Pg. 317]. 

 

SOME VIRTUES OF THIS NIGHT  
One on the other hand can not 
completely reject the virtues of this 
night. Whilst even Allama Ibn 
Taymiyyah, a scholar notorious for 
refuting such things, also accepts the 
virtue of the night of Barãt, he says: 
òSo many Ah«dith and reports exists 
regarding the excellence of the 
fifteenth night of Shabãn that one is 
compelled to accept that this night 
possesses some virtue.ó 
Shaikh Abdur Rahman Mubarakpuri 
writes in the commentary of Tirmizi: 
òThe sheer number of Ah«dith 
regarding this night serve as a proof 

against those who refute the 
excellence of this night.ó [Tuhfatul-
Ahwazi Vol. 2 Pg. 53]. 
The special virtues of the night of 
Barãt are: 
1. Contrary to other nights wherein 

Allah descends to the lowest 
Heaven to bestow His special 
blessings during the last third of 
the night, on the night of Barãt the 
special rain of mercy and 
forgiveness from Allah Taõ«la 
begins to shower down right up 
till dawn.  

2. The sins of countless people are 
pardoned. 

[Hãfiz Zayud -deen Iraqi, Faydhul 
Qadeer, Vol. 2 Pg. 317]. 
It should be remembered that while 
the narrationõs regarding the night of 
Bar«t are weak, the narrationõs 
regarding Allah Taõ«laõs descending 
to the nearest Heaven during the last 
third of every night are totally 
correct. 
 

VISITING THE GRAVESIDE ON 
THE NIGHT OF BARÃT  

Rasulul lah (Sal la l lahu Ala ihi 
Wasallamõs) awakening during any 
night and visiting the graveyards is 
recorded in some Ahãdith. However, 
visiting of the graveyard is not a 
special characteristic of this night in 
particular. It is proven from another 
authentic narration that Rasulullah 
(Sallallahu Alaihi Wasallam) used to 
visit the graveyard during the last 
portion of every night. There is no 
specific reference in the Ahãdith to 
the night of Barãt or any other night.  

 

FASTING ON THE FIFTEENTH OF 
SHABÃN IS NOT ESTABLISHED 

FROM HADITH  
Some people believe in the 
misconception that fasting on the 
fifteenth of Shabãn is Sunnat. They 
have been deceived by the Hadith of 
Ali (R.A.) that appears in Ibn Mãjah 
which has been fabricated. The 
Hadith states Rasulullah (Sallallahu 
Alaihi Wasallam) said; òWhen the 
15th of Shabãn comes, then spend 
this night in Qiyãm (Salãh) and the 
day in fasting. For verily, Allah 
descends during this night to the 
nearest heavens.ó [Ibn M«jah Pg. 99]. 

This Hadith is however very weak. 
Some scholars have decided it as 
Mowdhu (fabricated). One of the 
narrators of this Hadith in Abnu -
Jabrah, who has been accused of 
fabricating Ahãdith. [Taqrib of Ibn 
Hajar Pg. 396]. Imãm Bukhãri and 
others have also proved him to be 
weak. [Mizanul Iõtidal Vol. 5 Pg. 503]. 
Thus this Hadith cannot be relied 
upon. Hence the fasting of this day 
should not be regarded to prove this 
fast as been Sunnat. Another 
interesting fact is that fasting on this 
day is only discussed in this weak 
Hadith. If it were a Sunnat act, a 
stronger Hadith would have been 
available to prove it.  
Fasting in the month of Shabãn, 
without the stipulation of any day, is 
proven from Rasulullah (Sallallahu 
Alaihi Wasallam).  
 

IS SUSTENANCE, LIFE AND 
DEATH DECIDED ON THIS 

NIGHT?  
Qãzi Abubakr bin Arabi writes that 
there is no reliable Hadith regarding 
the fifteenth of Shabãn from which it 
may be understood that sustenance, 
life and death are decided on that 
night. He has gone so far as to say 
that there is no reliable narration 
concerning this night being the 
blessed one. [Maõ«riful Qurõ«n Vol. 7 
Pg. 757]. 
Since the significance of the night of 
Barãt has been mentioned in a 
number of narrationõs, and the 
narrationõs are not in conflict with 
any verse in the Qurõ«n or any 
authentic narration, we do accept its 
significance. However, the opinion 
that sustenance, death, etc. are 
determined on this night is in conflict 
with the Qurõ«n and is therefore 
unacceptable. It has been established 
from the Qurõ«n that these decisions 
are passed to the Angels on Laylatul 
Qadr and not on the night of Barãt.  
It is on this account that the scholars 
of research have always rejected this 
opinion. The opinion of the lectures 
would not be considered in this 
discussion, instead the opinion of the 
scholars of Tafseer and Hadith will be 
relied upon.  
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40 AHÃDEETH ON THE VIRTUE 
OF WOMEN 

 

1. Sayyidinah Jabir (R.A.) 
reported on the occasion of the 
farewell pilgrimage (Hajatul -
wida), on the day of Arafa, 
Rasulullah (Sallallahu Alayhi 
Wasallam) said: òO, people with 
regard to your wives fear Allahó. 
(AlHadith) 

In this Hadith, men are made 
aware of their responsibility to 
women. They should not 
remain ignorant of the 
retribution and account of 
Allah. They should fear Allah 
and remember that between 
them and their wives is Allah. It 
is for his benefit and comfort 
that she is brought in to Nikah 
agreement with him and made 
lawful unto him. His wife is in 
the trust and protection of 
Allah. If a husband is 
oppressive, then he will be 
violating a trust given by Allah 
and will become an oppressor. 
 
2. Emphasis on Wasiyah 
(bequest). Rasulullah (Sallallahu 
A l a y h i  W a s a l l a m )  h a s 
mentioned; òAccept this advice 
of mine that in matters 
concerning the rights of women 
maintain kindness.ó Observe 
that, kindness must be shown to 
all, but the Rahmatul Alameen 
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) 
has emphasised it by making it 
a bequest unto his Ummah 
regarding women. With regard 
to kindness to women he 
emphasised on the words 
òaccept wasiyahó (accept 
advice).  

 

3. Good conduct towards ones 
wife is a precondition for 
perfect faith (Imãn). Sayyidinah 
Ayesha Siddiqa (R.A.) narrated 
from Rasulullah (Sallallahu 
Alayhi Wasallam) that amongst 
Muslims, that person is more 
perfect in Imãn whose conduct 
is good with everyone and 
especially with his wife his 
attitude is one of kindness and 
love. (Tirmizi).  
 

4. Sayyidinah Abu Huraira 
(R.A.) narrates from Rasulullah 
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) 
saying: amongst Muslims, the 
most perfect in Imãn is he who 
has good conduct, and the best 
amongst you is the one who is 
good and kind in regard to the 
rights of his wife. (Tirmizi)  
 
5. Rasulullah (Sallallahu Alayhi 
Wasallam) emphasising his 
point. òAmongst you the best is 
that person who shows good 
conduct towards his wife and I 
am the best towards my wives.ó 
 

6. Entrance to Jannah. The 
women who die when their 
husband is pleased with her 
shall enter Jannah. Observe how 
easily a woman may enter 
Jannah. 
 

7. Request on spending on 
wives. It is narrated from Abu 
Darda (R.A.) who mentions 
òMy friend Abul Q«sim 
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) 
instructed me to spend on my 
wife according to my capacity.ó 
Observe the emphasis on 
spending on ones wife. 
 

8. To attain the status of Jihãd. 
Rasulullah (Sallallahu Alayhi 
Wasallam) has mentioned that 
women engaged in her 
household duties attain the 
position of fighting in the path 
of Allah.  
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A Mufti sat next to 
a Reverend on a 
flight. The Rev 

asked the Mufti, What is your 
occupation? 
Mufti: I'm into big business 
Rev: But what business exactly? 
Mufti: I deal with God 
Rev: Ah, so you're a Muslim 
religious leader. I have one problem 
with you Muslims: you oppress your 
women. 
Mufti: How do we oppress women? 
Rev: You make your women cover 
up completely and you keep them in 
the homes. 
Mufti: Ah. I have a problem with 
you people: you oppress Money. 
Rev: What? How can one oppress 
money? 
Mufti: You keep your money hidden 
away, in wallets, banks and safes.. 
You keep it covered up. Why don't 
you display it in public if it's a 
beautiful thing? 
Rev: It will get stolen, obviously. 
Mufti: You keep your money hidden 
because it is so valuable. We value 
the true worth of women far, far 
more. Therefore, these precious 
jewels are not on display to one and 



FACTORS WHICH BREAK THE FAST  
 

Qadha ð  To keep one fast in place of the 
broken fast. 
Kaffarah _ To keep 60 fasts continuously in 
place of the broken fast.  
 

 Eating, drinking & having sexual 
intercourse intentionally will render the 
fast invalid. Both Qadha and Kaffarah will 
have to be kept. 

 Smoking, both Qadha and Kaffarah will 
have to be kept. 

 If water enters the mouth while gargling in 
wudhu, the fast will become invalid. Only 
Qadha is necessary. 

 S w a l l o w i n g 
s o m e t h i n g 
edible, equal to 
or bigger than a 
grain of chana 
seed (gram doll, 
the size of half a 
pea) which was 
stuck between 
the teeth. Only 
Q a d h a  i s 
n e c e s s a r y . 
However, if it 
was first taken 
out of the 
mouth then 
swallowed, it will break the fast regardless 
of whether it was smaller or bigger than 
the size of a gram doll. 

 Eating something inedible (e.g. plastic, 
rubber etc.) will break the fast. Only Qadha 
is necessary. 

 To eat and drink forgetting that one is 
fasting and thereafter thinking that the fast 
is broken, to eat and drink again. 

 Ear and nose drops will break the fast. 
Only Qadha is necessary. 

 Inhaling snuff into the nostrils, plus other 
forms of solvents. Only Qadha is 
necessary. 

 Ejaculating due to masturbation (Harãm), 
or during foreplay. Only Qadha is 
necessary. 

 Inhaling any medicine when the effect 
reaches the brain or stomach. Only Qadha 
is necessary. 

 Use of nasal sprays, asthmatic inhalers 
(wet or dry). Only Qadha is necessary. 

 

FACTORS THAT DO NOT BRAKE 
THE FAST 

 

 To eat or drink something unintentionally.  
 To apply Itr (perfume), surma (kohl) oil (on 

the body or hair).  
 To begin the fast in the state of Janãbat 

(need of a compulsory bath). 
 Eye drops are permissible whilst fasting.  
 It is permissible to use a Miswãk. To use 

t o o t h p a s t e  i s 
makrooh. (If the 
flavouring goes 
down the throat 
then the fast will 
become invalid). 

 To have a blood 
test/donate blood is 
also permissible 
w h i l e  f a s t i n g 
provided it does not 
c a u s e  s e v e r e 
weakness. 

 V o m i t i n g 
unintentionally does 
not break the fast, 

regardless of whether the vomit was less 
than a mouthful or more.

Differences in the Salãh of females to males.  
1. The sunnats of awakening; Immediately on awakening one should 

rub ones face and eyes with the hands in order to remove the 
drowsiness of sleep.
