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SUPERSTITION

Superstition constituted an integral part of the belief system of
the Pagans. Prior to the advent of Islam the Arabs were steeped
in superstitious beliefs, beliefs that regulated their social,
economic and political activity. Superstition created a
mysterious value system that gave rise to fear, suspicion and
enmity. It deprived man of rational thinking and every ailment,
accident or calamity was attributed to some evil force bent on
destroying their lives. The situation was further aggravated by
wicked "Spiritual Doctors" who exploited the unwary masses
and ran lucrative businesses treating and exorcizing the "evil
forces". Even today there are people who claim to know the
future and try to impress people with their "divine powers".
Belief in superstition detracts from Iman in Taqdeer and the
Qudrah (power) of Allah Ta’ala. The Noble Qur'an states: "No
misfortune can happen on earth nor (afflict) your souls, but is recorded
in a Book (long) before We bring it into existence; that is truly easy for
Allah".

Disaster and misfortune take place according to the Will and
Plan of Allah. No other force or power can direct your destiny or
cause harm to you except with the permission of Allah. Some of
the superstitious beliefs that filtered down from Jahiliyyah to us
are:

The Month of Safar: The month of Safar is regarded as a month
of ill-fortune and bad luck. The pre-Islamic Arabs believed Safar
to be a serpent that dwells in the stomach of man. It stirs to life
in this month and causes various types of illnesses and diseases.

5 Thus people are more prone to fall ill in this month. Because of

the various evil omens attached to this month some Muslims
regard: Nikah contracted in this month to be bad luck and ill-
fated. Any important business venture initiated in this month
bound to collapse.

oNabid | (yallallahu Alayhi Wasallam) condemned such
superstitious beliefs in various ahadith. A hadith narrated in
Myslim states: "There is no (ill-fortune) in the month of Safar nor
do evil spirits (exist)"'MAnother hadith states: "Do not revile time
(i.e. do not regard any particular day, week or month to be bad,
for I (Allah) am the (embodiment) of all time"

Soothsayers - Fortune-tellers: There are certain impostors who

: pretend to know the future through contact with the "spirits".
e Noble Qur'an rejects the notion that anyone besides Allah
knows the future in the following verse: "Say - No one in the
heavens and earth knows the wunseen except Allah".
The Noble Qur'an states: "If I had knowledge of the unseen I
should have had abundance of good and no evil should have
touched me. Truly I am a Warner and a Giver of glad tidings to
those who have faith". Horoscopes and Astrology: The Pagan



Arabs used three arrows to
ascertain whether they should
proceed with a task or not. The
words "My Lord has
commanded me" were
inscribed on one arrow; "My
Lord has forbidden me"
inscribed on the second arrow
and the third arrow was left
blank. If they planned a
journey, or a marriage or to
raid the enemy, etc, they
would go to the temple and
draw out an arrow. If they
drew the arrow with the
positive inscription they would
proceed with their plans. The
negative inscription meant that
they should abort their plans. A
blank arrow meant that they
should repeat the process till
they received a clear directive.
This practice is akin to modern
day horoscopes, astrology,
palm reading and other similar
practices. Islam prohibits all
such practices and considers
them sinful.

The Noble Qur'an states: "And
(also forbidden) is predicting the
future by means of divining
arrows, for that is impiety".
Nabi (Sallallahu Alayhi
Wasallam) has stated: "If
anyone acquires any
knowledge of astrology, he
acquires a branch of magic
(which is totally forbidden)" He
also stated: "The astrologer is a
diviner, the diviner is a
magician and the magician is
an unbeliever".

Another tradition states:
"Whoever goes to a fortune-
teller and believes in what he
says has denied what was
revealed to Muhammad".

Omens and Charms: The same
prohibition applies to hanging
charms, beads and amulets, in
the belief that they will protect
the bearer from evil spirits, bad
luck or the evil eye. The
Prophet (Sallallahu Alayhi
Wasallam stated: "May Allah
not fulfil the hopes of the one
who wears a charm; may Allah
not protect the one who hangs
seashells (used as a charm in
those days)". (Ahmad)

Another narration stated;
"Whoever wears a charm will
be left to rely on it". (Tirmizi)
Abdullah bin Masud (R.A)
once saw his wife wearing a
knotted thread around her
neck. He pulled at it and broke
it saying, "The family of
Abdullah is free from
associating anything with Allah
for which He has sent no
authority". He then said: "I
heard the Messenger of Allah
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam
say " Incantations, amulets and
spells are shirk".

Drawing evil omens from a
black cat, the number thirteen,
a pregnant woman, using a
knife at the time of an eclipse,
etc., is no more than weird
superstition. The disbelievers
frequently attacked the
Prophets saying "Indeed we
augur an evil omen from you",
The messengers would reply:
"Your auguring of evil omens is
with yourselves". This implied
that, the cause of your evil
omens lies in your attitude
which stems from superstition,
disbelief and stubbornness.
Nabi (Sallallahu Alayhi
Wasallam stated: "He is not of
us who seeks evil omens or for
whom evil omens are sought

..... " (Tabrani). Another
tradition states: "No one is free
from three things: suspicion,
auguring evil omens and envy.
Thus if you have a suspicion,
do not pursue it, if you augur
an evil omen, do not turn you
back, and if you are envious do
not transgress". (Tabrani)

Sihar - Magic - Jadu Practicing
magic is tantamount to kufr in
Islam. Just as it is haram for
Muslims to consult with
diviners or fortune tellers, it is
likewise haram for them to
seek the help of magicians,
witch-doctors etc.

Nabi (Sallallahu Alayhi
Wasallam disowned such
person saying: "Anyone who
goes to a diviner, a practitioner
of magic or a soothsayer,
asking something and
believing in it, denies what was
revealed to Mohammed".
Another tradition states: "The
alcoholic, the believer in magic
and the one who breaks ties of
kinship will not enter
Jannat". (Ibn Hibban)

Conclusion

Islam is not a religion based on
superstitious dogma. To
attribute every ailment,
calamity and hardship to "evil
spirits" is to be a defeatist. We
ultimately become the victims
of suspicion, hatred and fear.
We become blind to our own
weaknesses and shortcomings
and simply attribute all our ills
to some external forces. If we
ourselves have set our garden
on fire with our own hands,
why do we complain against
the enemy. No one is our
enemy except our own selves.

Love
the poor and get them closer
to you (so that) Allah
Almighty will keep you close
to himself."

Explanation

The Arabic word appearing
on this Hadith is "Miskeen"
which has been translated as

"the poor". This word is
derivative of "Maskanat"
which literally stands for

humility. This is derivative of
"Sukoon" or "Sakinah" which
literally means peace and
dignity and to stand by the
decree of Allah. The Muslim
nation has been taught to
recognize the worthiness and
the spiritual status of the
poor Muslims. The prayer of
the Prophet of Allah
(Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam)
sought to rule out opulence
and abundance which often
results in arrogance and
disobedience of Allah and
sought to ensure sufficient of
the basic necessities of life

It is narrated by Abu Dard
(R.A) that the Prophet of
Allah (Sallallahu Alayhi
Wasallam) said: "You should
seek my pleasure in (the
pleasure of) your weaklings
(and oppressed) because the
help and sustenance from
Allah come to you due to
your weak and oppressed
section. (Abu Dawood)

Explanation

The pleasure of the weak can
be obtained by showing
respect to them and by
defending their social rights.
The support and sustenance
of Allah comes to the nation
for the sake of the week and
the oppressed, because
among this section of the
Muslim society saints of great
status are to be found who
live obscure life. If any one
gives trouble to these chosen
souls, he is declaring war
upon Allah as it is stated
Hadith Qudsi: whoever is
inimical towards My friend,
he has taken precedence in
declaring war on Me."

Never had a man set for himself, voluntarily
or involuntarily, a more impossible aim, since
this aim was superhuman; to subvert
superstitions which had been imposed between
man and his Creator, to render God unto man
and man unto God, to restore the rational and
sacred idea of divinity amidst the chaos of the
material and disfigured gods of idolatry in
pagan Arabia. Never has a man undertaken a
work so far beyond human power with so
feeble means, for he (Muhammad Sallallahu
Alayhi Wasallam) had in the conception as well
as in the execution of such a great design, no
other instrument than himself and no other aid
except a handful of men living in a corner of the
desert.

THE SHAR’I RULING OF DRUG ABUSE

If a person argues that, drug abuse did not exist
in the time of Rasulullah (Sallallahu Alaihi
Wasallam) then it should be brought to notice
that, our magnificent Deen has laid down
principles from which many laws are derived,
thus these principles aid us to come to the
conclusion that ‘drug Abuse’ falls under the
same banner as Alcohol, hence making it
‘HARAM'.

The other proofs from the Qur'an and the
Ahadith, which indicate towards the
prohibition of drugs, are:

The statement of Allah Ta’adla describing the

mission of
Rasulullah
(Sallallahu  Alaihi
Wasallam),

“He commands them
to do good and stops
them from evil and
makes Halal for them [
which is pure, and § y
makes Haram upon §
them that which is §
impure.”  (Surah
A’raf: 157).

This verse clearly
shows pure things
to be Halal and
impure things to be Haram. An intelligent
person would no doubt regard abusing drugs
to be among the impure things.

“And do not throw your self into destruction with
your own hands.” (Surah Baqara: 195).

Drug abuse causes fatal side effects, and at
times leads to death.

“And do not kill yourselves.” (Surah Nisa: 29).
Drug addicts, who persist on their addiction,
die a slow painful death.

“And do not squander (your wealth). Indeed the
spend thrift are the brothers of Shaitin.” (Surah
Bani Israeel: 27).

Another verse states,

“And do not waste, for indeed Allah does not love
those who waste.” (Surah Al-An’am: 141).

A drug addict himself knows how much wealth
is squandered on drugs. The squandering of
wealth is not permissible according to the
consensus of the jurists.

Ummul Mu' mineem Ummi-Salma
(Radhiallahu Anha) reports that: Rasulullah
(Sallallahu Alaihi Wasallam) had banned any
and every intoxicating drink. (Abu Dawood).

Khattabi explains intoxicating drink as that

which anaesthetised the intellect and
inactivates the
nervous  system,

leading to the bodily
dullness.  (Abu
Da’'woodd - Kitabul
Ashriba).

Jabir (R.A) narrates
Rasulullah
(Sallallahu  Alaihi
Wasallam) as saying:
“Anything that
intoxicates is forbidden
(Haram), whether the
quantity is small or
large.”  (Tirmizi
Abu Da’'wood - Ibni Majah).

Abdullah bin Umar (R.A) relates Rasulullah
(Sallallahu Alaihi Wasallam) as saying; “He who
persists on intoxicants shall not enter
Jannat” (Darimi).

The meaning of ‘will not enter Jannat’ here
means that one will not enter Jannat
immediately but will first be entered into
Jahannum and then later entered into Jannat.

May Allah save us all.
It is the command of Allah Ta’ala to stay away
from this impure substance. And the

disobedience of Allah calls for his wrath. May
the Almighty Allah show us the light before
drugs fumigate our minds.

3. In any matter, intercession
should not be made without
having made investigation.

4. It wil be permissible to
intercede on behalf of another if
the work or deed happens to be
a Wajib (compulsory) act.

5. It is not permissible to
impose any kind of pressure,
direct or indirect, on the person
to whom the intercession is
directed.

6. In actual fact, intercession
(Sifarish) 1s a branch of
Mashwarah  (advice)  which
cannot be imposed on anyone.

7. It a person rejects the
intercession, he will be acting
fully within his rights. It is
improper to take offence if one's
intercession 1is not accepted.

A DOCTORS COMPLAINT

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Guantanamo inmate claims he underwent

medical experiments

A German-Turkish man, who spent over four years imprisoned
at Guantanamo Bay in Cuba, has claimed US guards regularly
carried out medical experiments on inmates. The allegations
follow revelations made by a US website.

Former Guantanamo inmate Murat Kurnaz has accused guards
at the US-run detention camp, of subjecting him and other
prisoners to medical torture.

In an interview with the daily Berliner Zeitung, Kurnaz claimed
that he was given medicine against his will several times a
month throughout the four and a half years he spent in
Guantanamo Bay.

Kurnaz, who is of Turkish origin, was released in 2006 and
then returned to Germany, where he had grown up. His
assertions correlate with the results of two separate studies by
American lawyers and the US news website Truthout. They
revealed that inmates in the prison camp in Cuba were forced to
take high doses of drugs, without any medical need. Mysterious
injections Kurnaz told the Berliner Zeitung that he was
regularly given injections without being told what they were
for. "I felt really terrible," Kurnaz said.

Although there was no danger of malaria in the camp, he
alleges he was forced to take anti-malaria tablets, which made
him tired and breathless. Kurnaz alleges that some of his fellow
inmates blew up like ballons under the influence of the drugs.

water," Kurnaz said.

Kurnaz claims that all the inmates he spoke with were
convinced that newly developed medicines or drugs were being
tested on them. "We were guinea pigs, although no one told
us," Kurnaz said.

The American organization Truthout last December published
details of three cases of suicide at Guantanamo Bay. Truthout
claimed that government documents from 2006 showed that all
inmates were being administered high doses of the oral anti-
malaria drug mefloquine. The dose was apparently five times
the normal usage. Truthout described the practice as
"pharmaceutical water boarding."

Kurnaz's lawyer said the effects his client experienced correlate
with the known side-effects of mefloquine. "Sometimes he felt
lightheaded, other times he was sick, and he also had
nightmares," Bernhard Docke told Deutsche Welle. "That
conforms to the effects mefloquine can have on humans, when
taken in high doses." Mefloquine can lead to sleep disturbance,
depression, anxiety, psychosis and hallucination.
